General Site Rules

Park at least 25 ft. from the edge of the runways. Usadlilse pit area, unless it is marked.

2. The flight line is defined by the location of the pilas when flying. Model flying is NOT allowed behind thepi-
lots at any time

3. Never over fly the parking or pit areas.

4. All “low passes (less than 25 feet)” other than landing aretbe kept at least 50 feet out from the pilots (or out-
side the center line of the runway).

5. Observe all AMA safety rules.

6. Observe all special site rules (access, no fly zones)\aggpoperation times, etc.).

7. If you are at a site other than the Pensacola Modeliaware that full scale flight operations could ocuar
the site at ANY time. If they do, ground all models angagliethe flight line area.

8. Always have in your possession while on our club fields gatnent valid AMA card, and a copy of the Facilities
License Agreement with the US Navy, if on a Navy Site.

9. Narrow band radios are required for use at all Northwest Forida Modelers, Inc. sites

10. Everyone is responsible for trash removal.

11. The correct frequency pin must be in possession foadit transmissions. The pin will be promptly replaced fol
lowing use.

12. Novices will obtain experience assistance for flying.

13. High power engine turn-ups in the pits are not permied.

14. Landing aircraft have right-of-way over all others.

15. Takeoffs and landings are not permitted when there is paraon, or another model on the in-use part of the run-
way.

16. Fly standing at the flight line, about 25 feet from otér fliers.

17. Call "landing”, “deadstick”, or “on the runway” when appliape.

18. Do NOT taxi into the pits.

19. All members share responsibility at all times for enging that everyone flies in a safe, responsible and cdds
erate manner.

20. If flying a gasoline burning engine, a fire extinguisheeguired to be on the flight line and in quick access.

21. If flying a turbine powered model, a fire extinguisher acdlbphone are required for operations to ensure the 911
can be contacted quickly in the event of a fire.

22. All of our military sites could be used at any time byull-scale aircraft or helicopters. If a full-scale airaaft is
observed, watch for them. If they approach, we MUSTaind our models and clear the runway area to facili-
tate clearance of the incoming aircraft. Play it smart. Think Safety!

23. Report any toxic spills to the Whiting Field ECC Dep623-7332.

Remember, only members of the Northwest Florida Modgliecs are authorized to fly R/C aircraft at thegess with

the exception of Holley Field. See Holley Field Not&thers who attempt to use these sites jeopardize the ¢éious
licenses and could cost us the use of these sitededmyiests of the members are welcome! However, if yowafind
non-member using the site, explain the rules and ask hino/lp@ntus! If you are confronted with someone who is us-
ing the site unlawfully, get the person’s name and tag nufabeeference to authorities, then contact base sg@si
listed below:

SPENCER FIELD: location: Hwy. 90 in Pace.

ACCESS: Via Navy lock on the East (main) gate. Looibinations are only available to club members via a club
officer. Operation is from 0800 to sunset on weekends anddtéadidays, or on weekdays after flight operations by
the Navy have been completed for the d&yf a crash truck in on site, do not enter** You must wait until the
NAVY has left the site and locked the gate before emniag to fly. Frequency control is via frequency pins located in
a metal box near the operations building at the centéiedite. If you are first to arrive, pick up the pinsastto leave
returns the pins to the box, and locks the gate. DO N&®lthe field unlocked if you are the last one out! Normal

HOLLEY: location: Hwy 399 in Navarre

ACCESS: Via Navy lock on the North (main) gate. EwlField rules are now established by the HOLLEY FLIERS
CLUB. NFMI Members are authorized to fly, but mustdal rules and directions of the Holley Field club. Lockre
binations are only available to club members. Operatifnons 0800 to sunset on weekends and Federal holidays. Fre-
guency control is via frequency pins located in a P\{f& jgit the control building upon entry. If you are ficsatrive,

pick up the pins. Last to leave returns the pins to the pip€and locks the gate. DO NOT leave the field unlodked
you are the last one out!

ACCESS: Via the Navy lock. Lock combinations are onigilable to club members. Operation is from 0800 to sunset
on weekends and Federal holidays.

no frequency pins located at this site. Be very catefaheck with all pilots for frequency conflicts g@on as you ar-

rive, and be conscious of newly arriving pilots as whlbte that this site is RESTRICTED FOR USE BY SAIL-
PLANES, TOW AIRCRAFT, OLD TIMERS, R/C ASSIST, ANDLECTRIC MODELS ONLY!

SANTA ROSA: location: Hwy. 87 just South-&0

ACCESS: Via US Navy Lock. Lock combinations areyamlailable to club members. Operation is from 0800 te sun
set on weekends and Federal holidays. Note that this 8i@T approved for week-day operations. Frequencyaont
is via frequency pins located in a wall locker mourdedhe East side of the East guard shack building on thenestr
road.. If you are first to arrive, pick up the pins. titadeave returns the pins to the PVC pipe and locks ttee d20
NOT leave the field unlocked if you are the last one outtnid flight operations are on the East side of the North-
South runway intersection, however we can fly at any pwirthe field. Once a point has been selected, everyone
should stay at that place, unless the group decides to mewe dun or wind direction. This site is mainly usedR(C
Helicopters, but all models are welcome.

FRITZ FIELD: location: 3.3 miles West of the Pensacola Interstaitgifounds on Hwy. 90. Drive until you find
“Jamesville Rd”. Turn North. The field is at the edidhe road.

ACCESS: Via club lock. Lock combinations are only Elae to club members. Operation is from 0800 to sunset
seven (7) days a week. This field is new, we are utlyran the process of adding runways and other items. aldivis-
able to check with a club officer for the current condibbthe site to ensure that it is usable with the model yeot w
to fly. At this time, there are no frequency pins techat this site. Be very careful to check withpdtts for frequency
conflicts as soon as you arrive, and be conscious of reawigng pilots as well. You may encounter some peaoipiv-
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ing 4-wheelers on the property, mainly going north to ehmoods above the pond. WE DON'T WANT ENEMIES!
Please contact them in a friendly manner and let them ki@avwe are doing and that we don’'t mind them, however,
please ask them to not damage our flying area by driving aveyastion of the site.
