Instructor’s Corner — By Albert Burton, Instructor C oordinator

The following is for instructors, experienced pilots, ad those good guys that test fly a
friend’s airplane for that very first flight. You've heard it many times before, “make
sure you range check the plane.” That’s true but, there arether checks that should be
done besides a simple range check. And I'd like to shaseme of the most commend
items to check out before that first flight turn disastrous.

Make sure all flight surfaces are neutral when tins and controls are at the neutral position.
Stand behind the plane and check the control surfacésr movement, amount of throw and
correct Direction.

Pull on ailerons, elevators, flaps and rudder surfacesif secure hinges.

Ensure there are no holes in the covering.

Ensure all clevises have safeties.

Inside the aircraft ensure all screws holding servaae present, control rods secure on contro
arms, and antenna wire does not touch servos.

Ensure wing halves are tight and secure

Check battery levels of transmitter and receiver. Asthe individual how long they charged
the system.

Check the balance of the plane, forward and aft, letind right

Ensure the plane is full of fuel

Do a proper range check, 100 feet with the antenna down.

Don’t laugh at this one; make sure your student or thendividual you are test flying the plane
for gives you the correct transmitter.

Make sure the radio/servos do not have any glitches, gittefgesitations, binding, or grinding
while operating the controls.

Check the type of fuel the individual has selectedt could be old or for ducted fan engines.

Ensure wheel collars are tight.

Ensure prop nut is on tight.

Make sure the antenna is fully extended before you tiax

Make sure no one is on you channel.
